Today’s Readings from the Holy Scripture  
 

1 Peter 2:1-10 
 

Therefore, putting aside all malice and all deceit and hypocrisy and envy 
and all slander, like newborn babies, long for the pure milk of the word, so 
that by it you may grow in respect to salvation, if you have tasted the kind-
ness of the Lord.  And coming to Him as to a living stone which has been 
rejected by men, but is choice and precious in the sight of God, you also, 
as living stones, are being built up as a spiritual house for a holy priest-
hood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus 
Christ.  
For this is contained in Scripture: "Behold, I lay in Zion a choice stone, a 
precious corner stone, and he who believes in Him will not be disappoint-
ed."   This precious value, then, is for you who believe; but for those who 
disbelieve, "the stone which the builders rejected, this became the very cor-
ner stone," and," a stone of stumbling and a rock of offense"; for they stum-
ble because they are disobedient to the word, and to this doom they were 
also appointed.  
 But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for 
God’s own possession, so that you may proclaim the excellencies of Him 
who has called you out of darkness into His marvelous light; for you once 
were not a people, but now you are the people of God; you had not re-
ceived mercy, but now you have received mercy.  
 
 

John 2:23-3:12 
 

Now while He was in Jerusalem at the Passover Festival, many people saw 
the signs He was performing and believed in His name.  But Jesus would 
not entrust Himself to them, for He knew all people.  He did not need any 
testimony about mankind, for He knew what was in each person.  Now 
there was a Pharisee, a man named Nicodemus who was a member of the 
Jewish ruling council. He came to Jesus at night and said, “Rabbi, we know 
that You are a teacher Who has come from God. For no one could perform 
the signs You are doing if God were not with Him.”  Jesus replied, “Very 
truly I tell you, no one can see the kingdom of God unless they are born 
again.”  “How can someone be born when they are old?” Nicodemus asked. 
“Surely they cannot enter a second time into their mother’s womb to be 
born!”  Jesus answered, “Very truly I tell you, no one can enter the kingdom 
of God unless they are born of water and the Spirit.  Flesh gives birth to 
flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to spirit.  You should not be surprised at My 
saying, ‘You must be born again.’  The wind blows wherever it pleases.  
You hear its sound, but you cannot tell where it comes from or where it is 
going.  So it is with everyone born of the Spirit.”  “How can this be?”  Nico-
demus asked.  “You are Israel’s teacher,” said Jesus, “and do you not un-
derstand these things?  Very truly I tell you, we speak of what we know, 
and we testify to what we have seen, but still you people do not accept our 
testimony.  I have spoken to you of earthly things and you do not believe; 
how then will you believe if I speak of heavenly things?
